By adopting sweatfree purchasing policies,
requiring suppliers to abide by fair labor standards in exchange for public contracts, governments can
ensure that our tax dollars do not support human rights abuses. Working together, state and local
governments can hold sweatshop offenders accountable while rewarding businesses for fair treatment of
workers.

The Sweatfree Consortium will stop tax dollar support for sweatshops by:
e Investigating labor conditions in common supplier factories using an independent monitor.
e Supporting factories where workers are treated with dignity and have a voice on the job.
