Most uniforms and apparel are made by young women and sometimes children who toil long hours under harsh conditions for poverty wages. Our city should not reward these unethical labor practices with public contracts and with my tax dollars.

I urge you to join the new Sweatfree Purchasing Consortium, a collaborative effort of U.S. states, local governments, and school districts, to end public purchasing from sweatshops. The Consortium will pool resources for investigations and monitoring of working conditions in factories that produce for state and local governments, and create a market large enough to persuade companies to deal ethically with their suppliers and workers.

As Mayor of a city that purchases millions of dollars worth of uniforms and apparel, you can make sure that we use our consumer power to create significant demand for better working conditions and help level the playing field for ethical businesses.
